When Mike asked me to talk about sharing my faith, | had to stop and think way back. | grew up asa child going to
Whedlers and Flat River Primitive Baptist Church with my parents, Clarence and Tellie Rimmer. In the late 1940's my
uncle, Ennis Rimmer, drove the Berry’s Grove Baptist Church bus (an old school bus). We were aways told that he had to
drive the busin order to get hisfamily to church. | decided to join them. Thisiswhen my Walk of Faith began.

As| started going to Sunday School and Church at Berry’s Grove, | remember Mr. Thomas Crabtree being my first
Sunday School Teacher. When | think back, Mr. Thomas probably had the greatest influence on my faith. In the spring of
1952, at the age of 16, | was baptized at Berry’s Grove.

At thistime, | was dating a girl from Mt. Zion, Jackie Cates, and | persuaded her to come with me to church. A few
years later she moved her membership from Mt. Zion to Berry’s Grove. As many of you know | ended up marrying her
and this past July we celebrated 50 years together.

In 1953, my buddy and close friend Clarence Burch and | decided we wanted to get rich by having a tobacco patch. That
summer was ared test of my faith as the weather was dry and our crop failed. At the same time my brother Randall was
very sick. He had been diagnosed with leukemiain May and died in September, 4 days before his 19th birthday. | was
very close to the Burch family and in 1959, Owen and Mary Burch gave us land to build ahome. After leaving behind the
farming trade and joining my family in the carpentry business, we built our home on that land in 1960 and till live there
today. Living in this neighborhood we became very good friends with everyone around us. Most of them went to Mt.
Zion, we were asked to join them. Of course Jackie loved going back to her home church, as her parents were there. |
liked al of the love and fellowship | felt there.

In 1961 we moved our membership to Mt. Zion. Prior to 1967, Mt. Zion was part of a charge, which included Helena
United Methodist Church and Mt. Tirzeh United Methodist. In 1967, Mt. Zion decided to go station (solo) under the
leadership of Reverend Jerry Juren. In 1968, the parsonage was built with Reverend Lynn Buzzard being the first pastor to
move in. With the help of many of you, major renovation took place to the parsonage in June of thisyear. In 1976/1977
the church decided we needed more space. With the help of everyone driving nails, painting and doing alot of the work,
we built afellowship hal, kitchen, bathrooms and classrooms for $90.000. At thistime, most of us had cold feet...this was
alot of money for us country folks. We went ahead, bit the bullet and started building, having to borrow half the money.
The money borrowed was paid off in 11 months. How amazing! The planning of this building phase was done under
Reverend Bill Taylor and the actual construction under Reverend Danny Allen.

In September 2003, | had triple by-pass heart surgery with both main arteries 95% blocked. Actualy three years ago
today | was discharged from the hospital. | feel God has left me here for areason. | believe he wants me to help lead Mt
Zion through ancther building program. | have seem my two children grow up here at Mt. Zion and am very fortunate to
see and enjoy their growth in faith and leadership. | also have two granddaughters that are growing in faith here. With
many young couples and many children here at Mt. Zion, this new expansion is on that we must do. $900,000, isalot of
money, but with gods help we can get this done, just like we havein the past. | am sure | will be ableto say "The
renovation of Mt. Zion began the planning phase under the leadership of Reverend Norma Walters in 2004 and hopefully
completed under the leadership of Reverend Edgar DeJesus." Thanks Be to God to all of you for the gifts you have given
and will continue to give, through your prayers, your presence, your gifts and your service in this Walk of Faith for Mt.
Zion United Methodist Church.

Stewing the Chur ch

All of my experiences herein the US have always been a“first” for me. The traditional yearly stew-cooking in
Mt. Zion UMC was my ‘first’ experience of cooking stew. So | was very excited to participate in that stew—cooking
activity. While | was there stirring my own pot of stew, | just can’t help but be amazed with how every member in the
church came out to help and become part of something big. | told myself that if there is anything to describe what makes
achurch, thisisit.

Cooking stew has different parts and different steps to be done. Each step isimportant and vital for the stew to
taste perfectly right. From the cutting of the tomatoes and preparing the beans, to cooking the chickens, to preparing the
pot, to stirring the stew until it is transferred to the containers and placed in the basement and all other steps required in
making stew, are important steps to produce a stew. Even if the help offered has an indirect or direct involvement in
cooking the stew, it till is vital. Mike (Jackson) even remarked that the preparation for stew started way before the
actua cooking began. That's just how everybody in the church isinvolved in cooking the stew.

That's what makes a church. Each one is important to the other. Each one is connected to the other. The task
wouldn’t be complete if one is missing. Everybody needs to be involved in its activities and become connected to the
other member, to be able to ‘produce stew”. Not everybody needs to do the stirring, for other people are needed to
prepare the ingredients. No task is insignificant because each step must be done. The stew couldn’t be cooked unless
somebody prepared the tomatoes and beans. It wouldn’t be called a stew if nobody donated or cooked the meat. Yet,
even if the ingredients are complete if nobody stirred the pot, the stew wouldn’t be cooked right.

Interrelation is the key element of the church. Like in stew cooking, even if all the stepsin cooking stew were
done, if each step was not connected to the other, then still there wouldn't be stew. Somebody somewhere could aso be
preparing tomatoes and beans but since we did not use those tomatoes — thus not connected to us, then it doesn’t become
part of our stew. The church would only be a group of people sitting together if they are not interconnected with each
other.

The church is more than the building, it is the people inside the building that makes a church. But if each one
is detached from each other, it still wouldn’t be a church. Each one must be connected to another. We must make
ourselves important to another as they are important to us. Each one must become an integral part of the whole church.

At the end of the day, the stew is cooked. | just had my first stew-cooking experience. As | was reflecting of
this experience, | wondered if my stirring the pot ever helped. Of course it did, some of you may have eaten part of the
stew | stirred. That made me realize that as each one who was involved in cooking the stew is part of the church, my
stirring the pot makes me part of the church too — after al, Mt. Zion is now and will always be a part of me being my

“first” church assignment.
